Goo
guestion - a one put formally by Jim Gil-
bert to the Management Committee in D
cember.

Put simply, the drainage dykes surroundir
our 11 acres of practice fields drain exces
water towards a sluice gate into the Blyt
Estuary (midway between The Harbour In
and the Bailey Bridge). This sluice is mar
aged by the local authorities.

It automatically opens at lower tides and
closes when the water level in the estuary
reaches a certain level. Normally the set-
tings allow satisfactory drainage. Howev
the higher levels of precipitation over th
past 2 years have put considerable stress
this model, not aided by the low lying locg

tion of these practice grounds, otherwise
surrounded by marshlands.

Throughout 1995 the club consulted wide
to seek solutions to the (then intermittent
problem of water-logging, as can be seen
from a box of correspondence and plans
that the current administration revisited, if
full, in December/January 2009. Now, as

then sadly, the club have been unable to

find a practical and/or economical way to
better manage this area of land whilst raif
fall levels remain at recent levels.

Nevertheless, Club Captain, Mike Brett re
mains hopeful that a viable solution from
